     Obstetrical & Neo-natal Problems

Chow litters are not usually so large that the breeder readily accepts the loss of a puppy or two. The hours spent attending the whelping bitch are important, profitable and satisfying. Many puppies can be saved by knowledgeable help to the dam and newborn puppies.

One such instance is in the breech birth, when the pup is born tail and hindlegs first. The umbilical cord often breaks during a breech birth and the pup is cut off from its supply of oxygen. Also, the membranes may wrap around the pup’s head which is still in the cervix or vaginal vault. In either case, the puppy will suffocate if not quickly delivered.

 

When the hindquarters are seen protruding from the vulva, grasp the puppy firmly around the hips and pull STRAIGHT out. A piece of toweling around the hips may be necessary to maintain a firm grip as the puppy is often slimy. The line of traction should be parallel to the backbone of the bitch. DO NOT pull down on the pup as this will tend to jam the pup’s head.

Time your pull to coincide with a contraction by the bitch. If the bitch is not contracting, she can be stimulated by spanning the lower abdomen with the hand in the flank area (just in front of the hind legs) and giving a hard squeeze. This should produce a contraction which will aid you in delivering the puppy.

 

Puppy Resuscitation

After the puppy is delivered, it is often necessary to resuscitate it. For many years I have routinely used the following method on all newborn puppies to expel fluid in the mouth and windpipe (trachea) and to resuscitate the non-breathing or gasping puppy.

Wipe the nose with cotton, gently force the jaws open and remove any fluids in the mouth with a cotton swab. Hold the puppy with one hand arched over the withers and the thumb on the shoulder (scapula) and forearm (humerus) on one side, the index finger on the shoulder and forearm of the other side. The other hand should be arched over the hips with the thumb on the thigh (femur) and the index finger on the thigh of the other side. Hold the puppy at about a 55 degree angle with the floor with the head DOWN. Pretend the puppy is an accordion. STRETCH THE PUPPY TO ITS FULL LENGTH. WAIT 3 or 4 seconds for the lungs to fill then PUSH the puppy together to its shortest possible length.

 

This will expel the air from the lungs and force out any fluid in the airway. Be sure and keep the puppy at the 55 degree angle with the head DOWN. Repeat the STRETCH – WAIT – PUSH sequence about 14 to 16 times per minute.

 

WAIT – PUSH only three or four times if no fluid is forthcoming but on those who expel fluid, I continue until no more fluid is seen. For a puppy that is taking infrequent, gasping breaths, I establish a normal breathing pattern by this method. With the apparently still-born puppy, I have worked as long as ten minutes with no visible success and then finally been rewarded by a faint cry or the puppy beginning to breathe on its own.

I prefer this method to mouth-to-mouth resuscitation because it clears the fluid from the airway. I prefer it to direct compression of the ribs because there is no danger of injury to the delicate rib cage. Also, it is of some direct benefit to the circulatory system and aids the heartbeat.

Occasionally a puppy will seem to lack the sucking instinct. This is often seen in the resuscitated puppy. I will wait an hour or two until the puppy is dry, warm and breathing well. If it still refuses to take the nipple or with any puppy which "mouths" or "chews" the teat, I have found the following tips helpful.

Check the roof of the mouth to be sure there is no crack or hole (cleft palate). If all appears normal, proceed as follows: I like to start the milk flowing by having a normal pup suckle for a minute or two and then remove it. Put the problem puppy to the breast in a normal nursing position and force the nipple into the pup’s mouth. Hold the puppy in place and with your other hand squeeze and "milk" the breast so drops of milk are delivered into the puppy’s mouth. It will swallow. Keep the milk flowing for a minute or two; then, still holding the puppy in position, let the puppy try on its own. Don’t be discouraged. Keep repeating the process until eventually the puppy will start to nurse. All normal puppies have a great instinct for survival but often they need a bit of help to live and grow to their full potential.

Recipe For Fading Puppy
Start with a piece of raw or frozen raw beef liver. Put it in a pan 
with a small amount of water and simmer gently until the blood comes to 
the surface (about 5 minutes). Let the pan cool and drain off the 
elixir.

Give 4 drops(without regard to the breed) to the fading puppy. 
Repeat every 2 hours for 12 hours, then every 4 hours.

It has been suggested that for large and giant breeds you repeat the 4 
drops every hour for the first 12.

When we used this. The puppy rallied in 2 doses. Please note: we also 
gave tiny dabs of Nutri-Cal (tm)(by Tomlyn Products) just after the 
elixer. We do not know if the puppy recovered because he got warmer, 
because of the Magic Elixer, or because of the Nutri-Cal (tm).

Recipe for Moms before and after birth

2 egg yolks
2 heaping TBSP natural whole milk unflavored yogurt
2 heaping TBSP white corn syrup 
1 15 oz can evaporated milk
2 cups water
1 pkg unflavored gelatin

Dissolve gelatin in very hot water ~add the 2 cups of hot water to that 
and completely dissolved ~ mix with the rest of the above ingredients ~ 
refrigerate, feed freely~ can be mixed with any blended food as well 
for those moms that won't eat.... 
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
